III. · District Manager, Vicky Lawrence, submitted an anonymous change proposal from a park owner to the committee pertaining to 3(b). It was unanimously voted to table the proposed change(s) until copies could be provided to the committee at the next meeting of the Deed Restriction Committee.
· Park Manager, Vicky Lawrence, District Manager, reported that there is another proposal from a homeowner that will be presented at the next meeting regarding political signage in the park. She will provide a copy to Joni Anderson upon receipt.
